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PROCLAMATIONS OUR SIN MAKES 8-1912

I. Introduction: I, like all of you parents have provided everything my children need to survive
	A. Physically, Spiritually, and emotionally we all have provided for our children
		1. We even have gone as far as providing things they didn’t need but wanted
		2. Like most of you we have said no to certain things our children wanted to do
		3. We did all this because we love them and wanted to do it, - no one made us do it
		4. We loved and provided for our children before they ever loved us or gave back
II. God has provided everything we would need, 
A. He gave all the resources we need for anything we would need and want. 
1. Everything we have no matter what it is, was given to us by Him.
	a. He gave to us so that we could give to our children
	B. God also provided everything for Adam and Eve. 
1. They didn’t have to worry about anything, and even the weather was perfect.
2. God gave them the most beautiful place to live, 
3. God gave them everything; He lavished His love upon them 
4. He walked and talked with them. 
5. He couldn’t love them any better or any more than He did. 
III. (Gen. 3:1-24) What was man’s response to God’s love and provision?
A. They disobeyed Him, they disrespected Him, they sinned against Him.
1. All the fear, respect, and love for God was gone at the moment they chose to sin
B. They sinned and then tried to fix the problem themselves. 
1. Almost saying if we hide ourselves than God will never know. 
2. Not only did they find fig leaves and put them on they hid amongst the trees.
3. The last time God was treated with such disdain was when Lucifer decided he wanted to be like God.
IV. In this one act of eating the fruit Adam and Eve compiled 5 sinful proclamations. Some of which were demeaning to God. 
A. Act of unbelief in the truth of God’s word: *Adam and Eve were warned of what would happen. 	*God told them that they would surely die. 	*Apparently after listening to Satan that thought that God was too loving and kind to follow through with His word were their thoughts.
	1. How often do we hear that if God is a loving God He wouldn’t send people to hell?
2. If God is so loving then why is there so much devastation, sickness, and tragedies in the world?
3. Ever since Adam and Eve people have been testing God’s word and His righteousness
4. God places limits and consequences on sin to discipline us from harming ourselves and settling for less then what can be, which so much better for us.
	B. They had such an ungrateful attitude toward their Creator
		1. This act reflected such a lack of thankfulness of what God had given them
		2. (Phil. 4:6; Eph.5:20; Col. 3:15-17) We are to thank God continually for everything
		3. God desires a grateful heart
		4. A grateful heart is a healthy heart.
5. (Heb. 12:28-29) the response of a grateful heart is one that has a desire to serve and revere God with awe
6. When we are no longer grateful we lose our closeness to God and start thinking negatively, we start having sinful responses to life
	C. They had the utmost neglect for their future generations
		1. They never stopped to think of how this sin would affect their children
		2. They stole all the great blessings of the garden from their children
		3. Their children will never have it as good as they had it here on earth
		4. Our sins rob our children of greater blessings
5. I believe that the reason this nation is in the condition it is in is because we “the church” have accepted sin in our life and the life of “the church” 
	D. They showed such a great pride and arrogance in their heart
		1. They wanted to be equal with God
		2. They showed such contempt for God’s heart, His law, His ways
		3. After all that God had done for them yet they felt God was holding back
4. It wasn’t enough to give them everything they needed and wanted they still wanted to be like God
5. This shows such a discontentment with God 
E. The devil is held with a higher regard by their act of obedience to him rather than God
1. They actually obeyed the devil, Satan, the snake, the low-life of low-life rather than their Father God who gave them everything
2. They obeyed the one who gave them NOTHING but took EVERYTHING from them.
		3. Those who have your best interest in mind will say NO, don’t do that, don’t eat that.
V. What were the consequences of their disobedience? Were their eyes opened?
	A. Yes! They saw what they really didn’t want to see
	1. They saw their nakedness
		a. They saw what life was like stripped of God’s glory
		b. They saw life naked of all that is good, holy, and righteous
	2. They no longer had God’s glory with them – the glory of the Lord departed from them
	3. They have become partakers of their own flesh and the ways of the devil
	4. They not only were naked in body but in soul and spirit
5. The warmth, comfort, and security, and all that comes with being covered by God’s glory was gone
	6. This is what happens with us each time we sin
B. So how do they respond to their nakedness? Do they run to God repent and ask for forgiveness? Do they beg God to cover their nakedness?
		1. NO!
		2. They run and hide from God
		3. They try and cover themselves up
4. They now run and hide from their Father God the one who gave them everything and bestowed so much love upon them.
5. They are now dead to God and become very worldly, sensual, devilish.
6. They take on the character of (Rom. 3:9-18) This is how we ended up at Rom. 3 
		a. Romans 3 is what became of Adam and Eve
		b. Rom 3 became our inheritance
7. Instead of running to God for mercy they tried sewing fig leaves to cover up
	8. This is now the nature of man we try and fix our sin our selves
			a. We may even in some measure confess it 
b. But instead of looking to God for relief we patch it up with a righteousness of our own
			c. We confess then start thinking of works or whatever to make things better
			d. I’ll start reading my Bible, I’ll start listening to Christian music, I’ll pray more
		9. Our righteousness will not stand the severity of God’s judgment and wrath.
	C. What has to happen now?
		1. God must do what He did with Adam and Eve 
2. Out of His own love for them He made the initial action and sacrificed an animal to cover them up
		a. Adam and Eve never repented
3. God gave and sacrificed one of His creations for the atonement of man
4. Man disrespected God 
		5. Yet God still reached out to protect them 
	D. God does the same thing today – Adam and Eve never repented
		1. While we are sinners God still reaches out to us today
		2. Without any of us deserving it God (Jesus Christ) came and died for us
		3. This time instead of sacrificing an animal He sacrificed Himself
4. Along with that, He gives us the grace of repentance – He places in our hearts the desire to repent
		5. He once again does all the work 
6. Just like with Adam and Eve we are the same people as Adam and Eve and our hearts are the same
7. Just like God did with Adam and Eve He does the same for us today
			a. HE provides because we can’t
God is so unappreciated by His creation yet He still provides the Sacrificial lamb on the cross
If nothing else, thank God for all He has done and provides for you. Show how grateful you for Him. Show some gratitude toward God.
